PFM-Total is an application developed by Flucon B.V. to upload, validate and present the data from one or more PFM data-loggers.

To upload data from a datalogger, 3 different modes of communication are possible;
- a direct RS 232 connection (com to com)
- a modem or GSM modem connection
- an Ethernet connection (TCPIP)

PFM-Total can be set up to upload automatically the data during the night.

PFM-Total can be registered for single or multi user applications. In the single user mode the application will use a MS Access

database to store and retrieve data, for a multi user application a SQL server or Oracle database is recommended. The application
supports any of these databases.

PFM-Total will store the data in the original format (DF format) and in the database. Under General > System > System configuration, the
language can be selected (NL, D, Fr, UK or I) and the first day of the week can be set.
